Future topics.  At the August 2006 meeting, members expressed a desire to learn more scrolling techniques at OCSSA 
meetings.  Therefore, we are planning to feature hands-on scroll sawing techniques by resident experts at every other 
meeting.  Jerry Poole was the first demonstrator in September.  The next demonstrator will present sometime soon, so 
please prepare questions in advance, to allow presenters time to prepare visual aids to answer the questions. 

November Presentation.   

Speaker: Jeff Seevers from Titebond presented an informative display of the Titebond glue product line from Franklin 
International in Columbus, Ohio.  He can be contacted at 1-800-347-GLUE. 

Some notes:  Titebond I (RED) was first produced in 1952;  Titebond II (BLUE) was distributed for Exterior use in 1991, 
and Titebond III (GREEN) was developed in 2004 as a waterproof glue.  These three glues are rubbed based.  Other glues 
mentioned were Molding and Trim Glue which dries fast and clear, and Hide Glue (from 1935) which is an animal protein 
base and can be dissolved easily for repairs.  Watch the expiration date on these glues as they can go bad and not appear to 
be bad.  Code ID example:  5E where 5 means 2005 and E means the month May (where Jan = A). 

Also of note:  If you are unhappy with the new style lids on the Titebond dispensers, you may request a replacement “old 
style” lid by calling the Titebond Technical Service hotline at 1-800-347-4583.

Can I give you a little hug? 
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December’s first tip is for preventing wood splitting:  To keep nails from splitting wood, tap the sharp end with a hammer 
before driving into wood.  When using hardwood, drilling pilot holes is almost necessary.  Coating nails with soap or bee's 
wax will also help. 

Second tip:  Keep your glasses or goggles clean with a dryer softener sheet that has been used once.  It retains just enough 
of the anti-cling coating to latch onto dust. 

Third tip – another use for duct tape:  Make your sandpaper stronger and more durable by attaching duct tape to the back 
of the sandpaper.
