SCROLL SAW Stan described how he came up with the plan fobtiwd, built all the
models shown in the book and developed and pulbligiebook on his
Macintosh computer. The book was introduced ds\i!: :

“Handmade wooden toys have a special charm, arydatieeeasy to
make on a scroll saw. Each of the 10 projectsimtibok comes
complete with a material list, a full-size or scplan, detailed
instructions, and six or seven photos of projetaitieto keep the
builder on track. The projects: pick-up truck, 4eglker ATV, goose-
neck trailer, "High Ride" sports utility vehicleBlg Mudder" jeep, dirt
bike on a trailer, semi low-boy, articulated endder, tractor, and
folding chisel plow.”

Stan grew up on a farm in Kansas. He loved to dnawhe blackboard and was always carving somethitggloved to
build small farms, with fences and critters as wele started driving tractors when he was 12 yehts In fact, his first
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job was doing graphics advertising design for ettnacompany in Moline, lllinois. The company whshn Deere, and
Stan worked there for 37 years.

Stan’s experiences gained from writing his firsbkgand only book) gave him the chance to docume
processes that can be used in all other typesof#qis. He chose methods that were easy to @y tea
finish and could all be made with common tools.e Wheels are easy to make using a disk sander
a clever little jig. The first toy in the book ise Macho Pickup. Another toy in the book is a HRjtle
Sports Vehicle as shown here.

As a designer/artist, Stan starts a project witidaa, and then he looks for a medium to put tea iwh. And there is
always a story that goes with each piece he desigfisr writing the book, he started some otheative projects. He
always builds the vehicle in total, and then takepart to finish it. His first project was therapany truck for his
