Tip of the Month
Here is a sanding tip from Richard Bergstadt. When sanding your project, whether using a
sanding block or just folded up sandpaper, be sure to sand with the folded edge of the sandpa-
per and not the open end of the sandpaper exposed to the grain direction. If you fail to sand
this way, you run the risk of having the end of the sandpaper catch on a piece of the grain and
splinter your project which can ruin your project, rip your sandpaper and also drive a sliver into
your hand. Please don’'t ask me how | learned about this tip!
