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The High Price of Protecting Kids -  From August 9,2009 - Intelligence Report - submitted

After millions of toys were pulled from shelves because of lead contamination in 2007, Congress en-
acted a law requiring that many toys be tested for toxins. Now, some small-business owners fear those
rules will ruin them. One woman told Congress recently that testing batches of her stuffed giraffes
would raise the cost of each from about $15 to more than $200, while individual testing could increase
the price to as much as $2000.

Rep. Jason Altmire (D., Pa.), chairman of the House Small Business Subcommittee on Investigations
and Oversight, says the law empowers the Consumer Product Safety Commission (CPSC) to enact
common-sense rules that make it easier for small businesses to show that their products are safe. But
the CPSC claims the law offers little flexibility, and the agency estimates the cost of compliance in the

Tip of the Month
The most important gluing tip is to not wipe the glue off of any of the surfaces to be fin-
ished. This will just spread the glue into the grain of the wood and sanding will be much more
difficult. The easiest way to remove the excess glue is to let it dry and then use a good glue
scraper to remove it before it is completely dry. Waiting 3-4 hours before scraping is a good
rule of thumb.
