Tip of the Month  
If you don’t have a 1 3/8" Forstner Bit to drill a hole for a clock insert.  
All is not lost if you don’t have this particular bit which can be a little pricey at around $8 to $10. 
You can cut the hole for the clock on your scroll saw. Cut slightly inside of the line and sand or 
file gradually to fit the clock.  The hole does not need to be exact as the face of the clock insert 
is wider than the hole and no one will ever know you cut it instead of drilling it.
