We had a booth at the Tustin Chili 
Cook Off where we cut names and 
raised funds to buy supplies to make 
all of those toys. 
 
We staffed a booth at the Orange 
County Fair where we demonstrated 
our skills and were featured on a 
local television news program. 
 
For the first time we staffed a booth 
at the Great Western Grub Fest 
where we cut names and sold them 
to support our toy program. 
 
We staffed a booth at The Wood-
working Show in Orange County 
where we demonstrated our cutting 
techniques.  Some of our members 
entered their “Show Off” contest and 
they represented us well by coming 
away with an award. 
 
We had an Intarsia Christmas Orna-
ment workshop where all 20 of the 
attendees completed an ornament 
they could be proud of. 
 
We had members giving demonstra-
tions at Rockler Woodworking and 
Hardware and scroll saw classes at 
Woodcraft. 
 
And just think  we will be doing all of 
the above and more in 2010.  
Whew, I am tired just thinking about 
it.  I think I will go and take a nap! 
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 The toy program was a huge success in 2009.  We received newspaper coverage in several 
OC papers during the toy distribution process.  We also received many thank you letters from 
the organizations that benefited from our efforts.
